
COMBINATION SLEEVE PULLER
This part should only be installed by personnel who have the neces-
sary skill, training and tools to do the job correctly and safely.
Incorrect installation can result in personal injury, vehicle damage and
/ or loss of vehicle control.

This sleeve puller is designed for use with Ford original equipment
and most after-market camber/caster truck sleeves. Before using
this puller, break the taper between the upper ball joint and the
alignment sleeve. Make sure the puller is fully seated under the
alignment sleeve and the puller stud is properly aligned with the
ball joint stud before attempting to remove the sleeve.

CAUTION: To eliminate ball joint stud damage, turn the ball
joint nut upside down and thread onto the stud until the nut is
flush with the top of the stud before pulling the sleeve.
Not for use with impact wrenches. Always wear safety
glasses when using this tool.
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
